Third Grade Promotion Requirements and Goals:

In order to be considered for promotion to fourth grade, third grade students must read on grade level based on the Georgia Milestones Assessment System.

In order to be considered for promotion to fourth grade, third grade students must maintain a yearly average of 70% or higher in all content areas.

Reading Goal – Third grade students will take the SRI and score 650 (proficient) or higher by the end of the year.

Math Goals – Third grade students will be fluent in basic multiplication and division, which means recall products and quotients from memory.  Third grade students will take the MAP test and score 199 (proficient) or higher by the end of the year.
To help your child meet the district, school and third grade goals, the school, you, and your child will work together to:

SCHOOL RESPONSIBILITES – Isle of Hope PK-8 School will:

1. hold parent-teacher conferences during which this compact will be discussed as it relates to the individual child’s achievement.

· This compact will be a focal point for discussion at all parent-teacher conferences.  Parent-teacher conferences may be scheduled by parents and/or teachers at any time as needed.  In addition to conferences scheduled as needed, the school has also planned parent-teacher conference weeks during the weeks of October 20th, January 12th, March 23rd, and May 4th.

2. provide parents with frequent reports on their children’s progress.

· Teachers will share Scholastic Reading Inventory (SRI) test scores and Measure of Academic Progress (MAP) math assessment scores with parents after each testing window.

· Teachers and parents will schedule parent-teacher conferences as needed to discuss student’s progress.

· Mid-term progress reports will be sent home to parents on September 10th, November 12th, February 4th, and April 22nd.

· Report cards will be issued on October 16th, January 9th, March 20th, and May 29th.  

· Early report card pick up will be offered to parents on October 15th, January 8th, and March 19th.  Parents and teachers will be able to discuss student’s progress and can schedule parent-teacher conferences if needed at this time.
· The school encourages all parents to sign up for Power School: Parent Access to stay up to date on their children’s academic progress.
3. provide parents reasonable access to staff.

· Staff members are available to meet with parents before school, during planning time, and after school.  It is best if a parent contacts the staff member to schedule an appointment to meet.

· Parents may call and leave a message for staff members during instructional time.  Staff members are expected to return these calls within 24 hours.

· Parents may email staff members at any time.  Staff members are expected to reply to these emails within 24 hours.

4. provide parents opportunities to volunteer and participate in their child’s class and to observe classroom activities.

· Parents can schedule classroom observations at any time.

· Parents are encouraged to speak with teachers regarding ways they can volunteer in their children’s classrooms.  

· Teachers will request parent volunteerism in their classrooms as needed (classroom helper, reading buddy, fieldtrip chaperon, etc.)

· Parents will be encouraged to volunteer during school-wide events (Read Across America events, book fairs, PTA, etc.)

TEACHER AGREEMENT – I believe that each child can be successful.  I will:

· use the FLEX block for small group, differentiated reading instruction to meet the needs of all students based on their Scholastic Reading Inventory (SRI) test scores.

· provide students and parents with lexile reading level reports each marking period using the Accelerated Reader program and use these reports to track fiction and nonfiction reading.

· provide remediation and a ‘double-dose’ of math through the Early Intervention Program for students scoring below level on the MAP(Measures of Academic Progress) math assessment.
· provide weekly tutorial for math and reading based on student need, which I will base on student MAP scores, SRI scores, and in-class performance.

· provide daily fact practice in either multiplication or division.
STUDENT AGREEMENT – I believe that I can be successful.  I will:
· read aloud at home for at least 20 minutes a day, using grade level fiction and nonfiction books provided.

· practice my multiplication facts 1 to 12 nightly using flash cards, daily fact sheets, and/or the website www.multiplication.com. 
· study my weekly vocabulary words (their spellings and meanings) and use them in my speaking and writing.

PARENT AGREEMENT – I believe that my child can be successful.  I will:

· study weekly vocabulary words and ask my child questions about word meanings nightly.

· ask my child questions about books they are reading, like setting, characters, main idea, and basic recall questions.

· work with my child to practice multiplication facts up to 12 and allow my child to use a computer to visit teacher recommended math sites for practice, like www.multiplication.com. 

· give my child a practice spelling test once a week to prepare for spelling tests given on Fridays.
